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	Explain[0]: Further to our initial request for rescheduling, it was on Jul19 that my wife and I were denied airplane carriage to attend her mother's funeral on Jul23. This is documented at AirChinada.ca in the article entitled Air Chinada Schutzstaffel Restricting Goyim Travel. Stacy has arranged alternate travel (with another carrier) on Sep04 to help her family in need. Our family in Victoria, BC has since required additional assistance, impairing my ability to function competently. In short I'm unable to accompany my wife to assist her, so I'm consequently somewhat of an emotional mess. :(

I have, On Oct01 submitted to the Tribunal and Agents for Medallion Corporation in an email entitled "SOLI — Re: TSL-21777-21 - ZOOM HEARING DATE: OCT  12, 2021 - EMERGENCY REQUEST TO RESCHEDULE" and perhaps disclosed too much (worried) personal information about situation regarding our recently deceased mother. In this email, I requested a 4-month continuance to no earlier than Feb12.

I am rendered unable to make competent defence to the N5 Application without our situation bering resolved. Our lives have been in a tizzy since we were rudely denied travel to Victoria BC, and have consequently been unable to assemble an appropriate defence to your vexatious application.

And in a related note, I have been physically assaulted on three occasions on the premises for not wearing a muzzle by customers and/or visitors of your client's Commercial Tenants, at the entryway to Tim Hortons at 565 Sherbourne St since the originating event on or about Feb19 2021. I'm further going to require time to dig up the emails which I have served on Medallion consequent its non-compliance with Mandatory Masking Exemption provisions of the municipal bylaws and Reopening Ontario Act regulations.
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
